Congress has enacted legislation,
effective January 1, 1991, for one year, to
permit individuals who donate works of
art, or other tangible property, to take a
tax deduction based on the market value

1990 deficit-reduction package, essentially

returns to tax rules in force before the
1986 tax revision law. A provision of the

tax bill.

Donated items must be accepted by
the museum and fall within the mission
and parameters of the organization, for
the law to be used. Please contact Bruce
Kamerling, curator of collections, for
further details.
