Eighty Year -Old China

Fannie Henry worked tirelessly during the late 1920's to
complete 100 sets of gold trimmed china for the
Community Church. Her labor of love included a dinner
plate, luncheon plate, salad, bread and butter, cup and
saucer, thus making a total of 600 pieces. The price of
the gold, plates and firing is not known but we can
imagine that it was a very costly project.

The beautiful china, white linen cloths and white linen
napkins were used exclusively for every dinner and
luncheon that was served at the church (until the coming
of Melmac). The events were always beautiful and the
talk of the town.

The new Presbyterian sanctuary on Channel Road was
completed in 1963 and the next year the Mariners
(couples group) came to the Olde Community Church
and used the lovely china and white linens as a
fundraiser.

Today almost all of the cups are gone. Jean Angus was
able to find and purchase cups that matched the original
set and donated them to the church.

Plan to visit the Museum and see the dishes that are

being displayed on the kitchen table. Deep appreciation
to Fannie Henry for her beautiful work.
