Local Mercantile and Red Barn

   The Local Mercantile is a new business in an old 
building along historic Olde Highway 80, the "Coast to 
Coast Highway." The original building was built in 1865. 
Later the back was added and an old ice house from San 
Vincente Lake was moved on and attached to it. It 
opened up as a Mercantile and trading post in the area 
called Glenview, near the intersection of Los Coches 
Road and Highway 8. The store supplied ranchers and 
farmers of the area, often using the barter system, 
swapping supplies for pigs and other animals.   
   An 1889 photo shows their large hay wagon with 16 
horses hauling a huge Christmas tree to the Hotel 
Coronado. In the 1920’s, when the automobile became 
an more important part in the life of Southern 
Californians, the building became a garage and feed 
store. A gas pump in the front served travelers and 
ranchers. The building served Lakesiders and far 
outreaching communities as the Glenview Feed Store up 
until 1994. Since then, it was briefly used as an 
equestrian supply center, tile shop and Apple Crate 
Antiques and Crafts Shop. Now the Local Mercantile has 
come full circle, forty artisans and collectors sell 
wonderful antiques, collectibles and beautiful hand 
crafted items. There is a coffee shop to enjoy as well. 
 

The Big Red Barn 
 
   The Big Red Barn next door to The Local Mercantile 
houses wonderful antiques and collectibles now, but in 
its previous life it was part of the Glenview Feed Store. It 
was the milling barn. They ground feed and bagged it for 
the local rancher's animals. According to former 
employee, Kathy Quick, they milled from 1930 until 1980. 
Three to four tons of feed a week was sold to Sea World. 
   A large drive-on scale is still in the yard area between 
the buildings. Trucks full of feed would drive on it to get 
weighed, as feed and hay supplies were sold by the 
pound or ton. Some of the local children would ride their 
horses there to be weighed by the workers. When times 
were slow, folks would sit a spell on the loading docks 
just to shoot the breeze and catch up on local news.    
The nearby cross road "Los Coches" means "The Hogs;" 
more specifically, “The Sows.” During the Spanish era 
what is now known as Glenview, was a former rancho 
where hogs were raised for the San Diego market.

in 1941. Bob was appointed to the Merchant Marine 
Academy in Kings Point, New York and graduated as 
an Ensign with the US Navy Reserve. 
   On June 3, 1944, Bob married Barbara Mae 
Goodman at the Lakeside Presbyterian Church in 
Lakeside (current site of Lakeside Historical Society). 
Barbara’s parents, Harvey and Myrtle, were pioneers in 
the community of Lakeside. 
   During WWII Bob served in the South Pacific under 
General MacArthur. Following the war Bob and Barbara 
settled in Lakeside purchasing 11 acres in the foothills 
of Eucalyptus Hills next to Maniscalco’s Cactus Ranch. 
Bob and Barbara built a unique concrete block home on 
EL Nopal in Lakeside on the foundation of an old 120 
cow milking farm. The home took five years to build. 
The Conley’s son Ronald Oren Conley was born 
January 19, 1948.  
   After the war, Bob worked in the heavy construction 
industry and became a licensed general contractor in 
1954. He worked for Daley Corporation for 19 years - 
ending his employment as General Superintendent. He 
started A-C Paving Company in 1973 - retiring as a 
successful businessman in 2003. He and Barbara 
divorced in 1965. In 1969, he married Dorothy 
McCormick and helped raise her 3 children, Wendy, 
David and Joel. Bob and Dorothy divorced in 1976. In

The Windmill House 
Legends of Lakeside 

 
   The Windmill House stands on part of the smallest 
Mexican Land grant recorded in California. The tract 
contained 28.39 acres, and was called Cañada de Los 
Coches, because it was used as grazing ground for the 
Mission hogs. The Windmill House is on 11 acres in the 
middle of the grant. The grant was originally made in 
1834 to Apolinaria Lorenzana who was a Mexican woman 
who came to San Diego in 1800 aboard an orphan ship. 
She was one of 11 who were left by the Mexican 
government in San Diego for adoption by the less than 
2% white population. 
   History has overlooked all of those orphans except 
Apolinaria Lorenzana. She was well-known throughout 
Alta California as La Beta, closely allied with the 
Missions, and was a Godmother to Spanish children. Her 
name, Lorenzana, was given to all the foundlings sent 
here in 1800. It was the surname of the bishop of Mexico 
who sent them to the colony.
