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   Colonel Ed Fletcher (1872-1955) was a born salesman and in his first several years in San Diego he 
sold fresh produce, in the city and out in the back country. He covered his territory by train, horse-drawn 
wagon and on a bicycle. 
   Ed Fletcher became one of San Diegoôs most important early civic leaders, whose development com-
pany was responsible for the creation of Mt. Helix, Grossmont, Del Mar and many other communities. 
He was a great advocate of road creation and water use projects which were instrumental to the contin-
ued growth of San Diego in the first fifty years of the 20th century. The Mountain Springs Grade was the 
most remarkable project in the history of road building -- the people of San Diego County raised the 
funds and built a road entirely in Imperial County in order to make the two counties more accessible, 
one to the other. The highway through San Diego Canyon to Imperial Valley will always be a monument 
to Mr. Fred Jackson and Col. Ed Fletcher.  
   As a member of the California State Senate, he authored laws creating the San Diego County Water 
Authority and transferring ownership of Mission Bay to the city. 
   Ed Fletcher was instrumental in the formation and building of ñAmericaôs Finest Cityò and the County 
of San Diegoôs coastal and eastern regions.

   The core of this building, located at 12473 Woodside Avenue, 
was the original "Spring House" for the beautiful Lakeside Inn, 
built in 1890's. It was a part of the garden, water trickled through 
the building to cool the guests; this was before air conditioning 
and refrigeration.  
   It was later moved to the Woodside location and converted 
into a gas station. In the early 1930s Cecil and Lucy Mae Car-
ender purchased the triangle of land and in 1936 and open 
Cecil's Cafe, a drive-in restaurant complete with car hops. They 
became famous for their chicken and shrimp dinners. Cecilôs 
expanded by adding wings to the original square building. 
   The restaurant was a popular eating place for more than 50 
years. After Lucy Mae passed away the property was in probate 
for more than 12 years and was abandoned and neglected. 
   In 1994 the County Public Works Department notified the 
Lakeside Historical Society that they planned to widen Los Co-
ches Road and the Cecil's building and cottage behind it was in 
the way of progress. The Historical Society quickly went to work 
writing letters, including photos, and history about how im-

portant Cecil's triangle of land and buildings were to the Historic 
District. Soon the road plans were changed to save the proper-
ty. We saved all the buildings from demolition. 
   In 2000 the property was sold to Ron Schaefer; he went to 
Lakeside Design Review Board to talk about his plans to demol-
ish the buildings and create a used car lot there. The Historical 
Society swung into action again, writing letters with stories and 
old photos of the importance of Cecil's Corner to the Historic 
District. 
   To our surprise it worked again, Ron, developer turned 
preservationist, did gut the interior of the Cecil's Restaurant, but 
he restored all the building's exteriors and rented them out to 
various businesses.  
   In 2004 along came Lizbet and Robert Dockler, the new own-
ers, with their Native American Gift Shop. They sell beautiful 
native crafts, jewelry and art. They also have Healing Fairs for 
their customers. Come to visit and shop in this wonderful gift 
shop and enjoy a bit of Lakesideôs history.
